Materials:
Pencil (for chaperone)

Procedure:
1. Invite the children to explore the Tree House and pretend that they are animals.

2. Imaginative play is a great way for children to better understand the world around them.
Encourage the children to make sounds like the animals they are pretending to be, move like
the animals, eat food like the animals, etc.

3. Ask the children:
» What animals live above the ground (in the branches of the trees)?
* What animals live below the ground (in dens/burrows/tunnels)?
* How are these animals the same? How are they different?
* By looking at the leaves, what season do you think it is in KIDSPACE?

4. Look out the windows. Ask the children:
 \What is the weather like outside today?
 \What season is it in Toledo today?
